“HOUNDED offers the chance to 
cast away voyeuristic exterior per-
spectives, and to open up the limited 
glimpse through the keyhole onto an 
interior point of view. What imme-
diately drew me to the story is the 
simultaneity of the revelation of, and 
the maintenance of the secret. This 
secret turns sex into that particular 
place in which we can experience 
ourselves at one and the same time 
as divided and undivided; abandon-
ment, the breaking of boundaries, the 
essence of the body, free-fall.“
